CENTRAL VENOUS CATHETER
HOME CARE

1. Avoid soaking the central venous catheter during bathing. Take a bath before coming to the unit

2. Avoid changing the central venous catheter dressing at home. If the dressing gets soaked, you are
advised to come to the dialysis unit or emergency unit for dressing change

3. Avoid sleeping on the central venous catheter side to prevent kinking of lumen
4. Maintain proper hygiene and wash your hands regularly

5. Inform us if you notice any sign of infection at home e.g. fever, pain on the catheter site area,
discharge from the site etc.

6. In case the central venous catheter is pulled out, apply pressure on the site and go to the nearest
hospital
